“A disconnect and a loneliness. |
have never experienced a loss like that before in my life. | just felt like the person that
loved me best was gone.”

He admitted to accepting bribes from illegal bookmakers, to
influence the result of cricket matches. Cronje testified before
South Africa’s King Commission that was investigating
corruption in cricket. He said that his “Great passion of the
game and for my team mates was matched by an unfortunate
love of money”.
